1. INTRODUCTION
Page Margins should be 2.8cm left and right, and 2.54cm top and bottom. The main paper starts at the second page and should be written in two columns with width 7.5cm each and distance 0.4cm between them.

Normal style is in Book Antiqua, 11, plain, single spacing and no spacing before or after paragraphs. New paragraphs should start with indentation 0.4 cm.
For section names use Heading 1 style: Book Antiqua, 11, bold, all caps. Spacing should be 12 points before and 6 points after.
2. SECOND SECTION
Figures should be centered in the column. Figures that span across two columns should be avoided unless they need to be displayed in a wider area.
